Who is Jesus?

He is God.

(John 1:1-3) In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.  

(John 1:14) And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.  
(John 8:58) Jesus said to them, "Most assuredly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I AM."  

(John 8:24) "Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe that I am He, you will die in your sins."  

He is Creator.

(John 1:1) In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  (NKJV)

(Colossians 1:16) For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him.  

He is Lord.

(Philippians 2:10-11) that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.  

(Acts 2:36) "Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly that God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ."  
What did Jesus do?

He died for sinners.

(Romans 5:8) But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.  

(1 Peter 3:18) For Christ also suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit,  

(1 John 2:2) And He Himself is the propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only but also for the whole world.  

(John 3:16) "For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.  

He wiped out the debt to the Father.

(Colossians 2:14) having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.  

(Acts 20:28) "Therefore take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood.  
What are Jesus’ terms for salvation?

Repentance

(2 Corinthians 7:10) For godly sorrow produces repentance leading to salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death. 

(Acts 2:37) Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, "Men and brethren, what shall we do?"  

(Acts 11:18) When they heard these things they became silent; and they glorified God, saying, "Then God has also granted to the Gentiles repentance to life."  
Faith

(Romans 1:17) For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, "The just shall live by faith."  

(Ephesians 2:8-9) For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast. 

(Romans 10:9-10) that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.  

(Isaiah 45:21-22) Tell and bring forth your case; Yes, let them take counsel together. Who has declared this from ancient time? Who has told it from that time? Have not I, the LORD? And there is no other God besides Me, A just God and a Savior; There is none besides Me. "Look to Me, and be saved, All you ends of the earth! For I am God, and there is no other.  

Adultery- sex with someone other than spouse; Fornication-sex between 2 unmarried people, pornography, homosexuality, incest, prostitution; Uncleanness- moral or physical defilement, not pure; 


Lewdness- indecency, perversion, lack of restraint, readiness of all pleasure;


 Idolatry- putting anything before God (money, possessions, relationships,etc.); 


Sorcery- Greek word-“pharmakeia”- means drugs, under the influence of legal or illegal drugs altering the mind & mood magic, witchcraft, horoscopes, fortune telling, divination through the assistance of spirits, the occult;


Hatred


Contention-quarrelsome, stirring up strife, arguing; 


Jealousies-coveting another’s possessions, positions, or persons, desiring what other’s have;


Outbursts of Wrath


Selfish Ambitions- seeking honor, fame, distinction, power, pleasure for yourself as opposed to seeking to honor God alone; 


Dissensions- to disagree in opinion in such a way as to cause to separation and breach of friendship or association; 


Heresies- holding religious beliefs or opinion contrary to the teachings of the Bible;


 Envy- spite, ill will, begrudging another’s good fortune or success, discontent at another’s success; 


Murders


Drunkenness- intoxication with alcohol or drugs; Revelries- indulging in excessive merrymaking, partying, boisterous behavior.
